Chapter Three
Creating Manifolds

We’ll use the term “manifold” in this chapter in the mechanical engineering sense to refer
to a hollow object used to conduct fluid. Pipe fittings, exhaust manifolds, valve bodies,
and chambers used to contain fluids are typical examples of manifold objects. Don’t
confuse this use of the term “manifold” with a very different meaning in CAD modeling,
where it refers to a body that has a contiguous volume.

Let’s begin by building the simple reducing
pipe tee illustrated to the right.

Start with a new file in view 1.

Click on the CREATE RECTANGLE Menubar Icon.

Then, click on the CREATE RECTANGLE LINES
WIDTH HEIGHT Icon.

Use any anchor option on the Conversation Bar.
Type 6 for the dXC Value and hit the ENTER Key.
Type 3 for the dYC Value and hit the ENTER Key.

Using the CURSOR Option, click anywhere on the
screen.
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
